up the car and went up north as far as they could go; she never experienced the impact of it, but 

felt the wind; she was probably in her 50’s at the time; when Green was little, she used to have to 

go to elementary school; she can remember all the water; you could ride boats in it; it was so 

deep; Green lived in Germany when her ex-husband was in the military so she had to learn to 

speak a little German to get around; she never learned it fluently, but some of the words.  
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
